A BRIEF HISTORY OF RABBINIC TIME: THE SEDER OLAM
CHAIM MILIKOWSKY, aprofessor of Talmud at Bar llan
University, has lived in Isragl for the past 27 years. He grew up in
Baltimore, Maryland.

Scrolls and early Christianity. His main field of interest is Midrashic literature.

Born in London England in 1938, DANIEL SNOWMAN has spent
much of his professional life at the BBC where, as Chief Producer,
Features (Radio), he was responsible for a wide range of cultural and
historical projects. To coincide with the publication of his new book,
The Hitler Emigrés, Snowman was invited by the BBC to present a
5-hour evening on the subject. His current visit to Vancouver is part of
a 2 month round the world lecture tour. The Hitler Emigrésis the story
of those Central Europeans, many of them Jewish, who escaped Nazism, found refuge
in Britain and elsewhere, and made a lasting mark on the cultural and intellectua life
of their new homeland. In awide ranging talk, Snowman takes off from the Vienna of
Freud and Mahler, and the cabaret and satire of Weimar Berlin, as we encounter
"Modernism" in a variety of guises, including Expressionist art and film, the musical
innovation of Schoenberg and his circle and the art and architecture of the Bauhaus.
This was the very culture that Hitler - afailed artist - was determined to destroy as
"degenerate”. In fact, far from eliminating the cosmopolitan culture he so abhorred, he
helped spread it around the world.

CONFESSIONSOF A YIDDISH WRITER
CHAVA ROSENFARB describes her development as a writer, from
her birth in the Polish city of Lodz to her incarceration in the Lodz
ghetto and her experiences in Auschwitz and Bergen Belsen. Rosenfarb
was deported to Auschwitz in 1944 and liberated from Bergen Belsen
i by the British Army in 1945, After the war, she settled in Montreal,
f’f l\ | where she began to write. Rosenfarb is one of the most important
Yiddish novelists of the twentieth century. Sheis a prolific author of poetry, novels,
essays and short stories. Her epic novel, The Tree of Life, was the subject of a two-part
CBC Radio documentary (2001). Rosenfarb writesin Yiddish but she has trandated
two of her own novels, Bociany and Of Lodz and Love, into English. These trandations
won the John Glassco Prize for Literary Trandation for the year 2000. Rosenfarb's writing
has appeared in numerous anthologies. She is the winner of severd literary awards,
including Isradl's prestigious Manger Prize, the Award of the American Association of
Professors of Yiddish and two-time winner of the Canadian Segal Prize.

Chava Rosenfarb's lecture is presented in association with the Peretz Centre for
Secular Jewish Culture and the Kirman Memorial Foundation for Yiddish Culture.
